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Martin Sostre, Prison Revolutionary

Even in this ggneration, many young activists know of George Jackson
aka “Comrade George,” Black Panther leader, revolutionary prison writer and
organizer who was assassinated in August, 1971, in the California
penitentiary; San Quentin.

Yet, in the late 1960's and early 1970's, Martin Sostre (1923-2015) was
every bit as well known as a prison activist, revolutionary, and jailhouse
lawyer, who almost single-handedly won democratic rights for prisoners to
receive and read revolutionary literature, write books, worship alternative
retigious faiths, to not be held indefinitely in solitary confinement, and
to obtain legal rights to have access to legal rights at disciplinary
proceedings. He was the one responsible for prisoners being able to

organize during the prison struggle 1967-1974. These lawsuits changed
prison conditions nationwide.

He had served a sentence in Attica, New York, during the early 196('s
and went through a political metamorphosis from a Black Muslim (NOD,
Black nationalist, and later an Anarchist. In 1966, he got out of prison,
came home to Buffalo, N.Y,, and started the Afro-Asian Bookstore in the
Black community. Sostre's bookstore became a center of radical thought and
political education in that city. A Black “riot” against police brutality
of a Black youth broke out at this time, and Sostre was blamed for this
rebellion since many youth visited his bookstore.

The city cops and white political establishment chafed at Sostre’s
organizing and political education, and decided to shut him down. They
arrested him on July 14, 1967, along with a bookstore co-worker, and -
charged them with *sale of narcatics, riot, arson, and assault.” These were
totally frame-up charges, but he was sentenced to 41 years in prison.
Recognizing this injustice, an international campaign was begun on his N
behalf by his supporters and fellow activists.

At one point, he became the best known political prisoner in the world,
and his case became adopted by Amnesty International, the prisoner of
conscience organization, in 1973. This was a first for U.S. political
prisoners and put tremendous pressure on the state of New York and the U.S.
government. Finally, his worldwide defense organization pressured the New
York state governor to grant Sostre an executive clemency, and he was
released in 1976.

In 1974 Pacific Street.Films debuted a documentary film on Sostre
called Frame-up! The Imprisonment of Martin Sostre. It detailed
Sostre's case with extensive interviews from prisorn.

In later life Sostre dived in Manhattan with his wife Lizabeth Sostre,
his son Mark who fragicaily-passed in his 20s and his other son
Vincent. Sostre died in 2015.®




Eastern European immigrants, especially in the USA {1860'5-1900'). Yet
the stickler is that the Anarchist movement general!y, had no ties or
solidarity to the Black population in the USA, the UK, or the cotonized
people of color in the Third World. It was essentially a white European

mavement

Like Sostre had said, we must manufacture our own Anarchist of Color
school of thought and revolutionary practice. Nobody can truly speak for us
and fight in our name. Black Autonomy means independence of thought, culture
and action. We are not racial separatists, but we must be sure that we are
strong enough to insist on our politics, leadership, and respect within any
broader universal movement. We have been soid out, left out, betrayed, and
tricked too many times by intemal racism inside majority white coalitions
and mavements. Black vgices matter! That is why [ wrote a small pamphilet in
1972, "Anarchism and the Black Revolution” while I was in prison in 1979.

Conclusion

Martin Sostre has been lost to history because the White Left and
Anarchist radical tendencies have had no regard for him or his legacy. He
literally opened.the doors for radical prisoners, Anarchist tendencies of
color and radical praxis, yet not one institution or movement today is
named after him, This is an outrage which must be recognized or corrected
now.

Groups of jaithouse lawyers should name themselves after the man who
more than anyone, successfully fought for prisoners’ democratic rights, was
an activist who provided an example of a revolutionary political prisoner,
and who prefigured the Black-led revolutionary prison movement, including
the Attica rebellion and prison labor and activist movements of the
1970's-80's.

I became an Anarchist, a jaithouse lawyer, and a prison activist
during the 1970's because of Martin Sostre. In fact, it was a result of
observing Martin's international defense committee and seeing how he was
able to put pressure on the government, that encouraged me to create the
"Free Lorenzo” movement, which.resulted in my own freedom in 1984 from two
fife sentences. I'owe him a tremendous personal debt. I spoke to him less
than a month in a prison cell, but it changed my life. He had a similar
impact on many others who never met him, but benefited from him standing
up for their rights.

We don’t have him here today in the flesh, but we can at least honor his
memory and never let it die!

and reading about Marous Garvey, However, when I got out of
prison and saw that the Muslim movement was not the revolu-
tionary Black Natlonallsm that our youth was following and
that the Muslim movement was so alienated from the Blaok
masses, I gave it up.

*While in Attioa Prison, I beocame a student of law -~ consti-
tutional, international and New York State Law,” (Martin faila
to mentlon here any of the frults of hia study of law but a
partioularly important one recosmends itself. While he was
8t1ll a prisoner 1ln Attioa, it was Hartin who waged the legal
gtruggle whioch resulted in a court ruling allowing Muslim
religlous services inside the prison, Ed,)
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about it. Almost every day that [ saw him, we would go over my case, and he
would give me legal advice. Somewhere along the line, we started talking
about revolutionary politics generally, and he bounced a new word on me:
»Anarchist Socialism." I had no idea what he was talking about at the time.

I had just come from Cuba, Czechoslovakia, and East Germany, which called
themselves “sociafist republics,” so I thought T knew all about it. 1 was

wrong. He explained to me about *self-governing socialism,” which he 73
described as free of state bureaucracy, any kind of party or leader
dictatorship. Almost every day he regaled me about “direct democracy,”
“communitarianism,” “radical autonomy,” "general assemblies,” and other
stuff I knew nothing about. So I just listened for hours as he schocled me.

The initial ideas for Black autonomy, within the overall Anarchist
movement, came from these sessions. As a Black Puerto Rican, Sostre felt
alienated from his community, and since much of the analysis about Black
oppression and Socialism was by white radicals, he had originally
gravitated into Black nationalism. It was only later during his time in
prison that he gravitated into Anarchist Sacialism. He told me endtessly
that Socialism and Anarchism were for all people, not just Europeans and
well-to-do intellectuals. It was universal. At first, I had serious doubts
about all this, as it seemed just more white radical student ideology. They
were not sympathetic to the Black struggle, and they were not working class
or poor. Sostre’s ideas, however, were that Anarchists of color must build
their "wing" of the Anarchist movement. He didn't cail it Black Autanomy,
but that is what it was.

1 did not even consider myself at the time as an Anarchist, and did not
fully understand what he told me. But [ had seen first-hand "Soviet
Socialism” and was not impressed. It was elitist, authoritarian, and
oppressive. | could say the same thing about “Marxist-Leninist Maoism”,
which helped to destroy the the 1960's New Left, and the radical wing of
the Black Power Movement, with cult of personality, middle class snobbery,
manipulation, and opportunism.

Even before meeting Martin Sostre, I was definitely already looking for
something new, and willing to consider Anarchism. But only years iater,
serving life in prison, is when I really started into Anarchist political
education, as Sostre suggested. | started reading Anarchist books and
papers, and started corresponding with Anarchist figures and groups all
over the world.

These discussions with Martin Sostre were invaluable in broadening my
thinking about a radical political alternative. I also found out about many
“unknown revolutions” in Africa, Russia, China, Spain and other parts of
the world, as well as early Anarchist labor/radical tendencies among




Historical Importance of Martin Sostre 77
Sostre's political consciousness and legal activism opened the door for

prisoners to have legal'and human rights-and the ability to-organize at a

time of civil rights, Black Power, the New Left, and the Vietnam anti-war

movements. At-one stage, 1970-1976, the prison movement became the central

protest movement in America, especially after the August political -

assassination of George Jackson, and the September, 1971 Attica rebellion.

The protest at Attica was put down with a bloody massacre by prison and

political officials, but it opened the eyes of millions all over the world

to American state violence.and racism. A mass prison support movement arose

almost overnight, which demanded human rights for prisoners. There is no

doubt that the prior demands of Martin Sostre, in his writings and

prisoner’s rights lawsuits, who had been imprisoned at Attica some years -

previous, played a role ideologically. Sostre’s struggle inside as a

politicat prisoner was clearly bound up with what became the Attica

Rebellion. :

Contrary to prison officials’ accounts which now claim that the
so-called Attica prison "riot” had taken place because of a “gang of
criminals” wha took guards hostage for no good reason, the truth is New
York State officials refused to listen to Sostre or even the federal courts
which over the years had ordered an end to brutality, racism, and
mistreatment of the men inside. The prisoners took matters into their own
hands, demanding human rights and an end to racist abuse with the 1871
rebellion, which shook America and the entire world.

Martin Sostre and Me

I met Martin Sostre at the Federal Detention Center in New York City in
August/September, 1969. 1 had just been brought back to the USA from
Berlin, Germany, for hijacking a plane to Cuba earlier that year. He had
sued prison officials and been transferred to federal prison to await a -
hearing. I didn't know who he was at the time, but someone said he was an
"activist prisoner” and that I should talk to him.

A scowling, powerfully built Black man, he looked like a-teacher, which
in many ways he was, just a revolutionary teacher. So, [ went up and
introduced myseif, and we started talking about prison generally, but he
was interested in my case and how the CIA had captured me, and we started
talking about that. He was concernied that I could be sentenced to death by
an all-white Southern jury.

He knew it was a political case, and so we talked abaout what I could do

Through a compilatien of the many letters. sent by Martin
from jail to members of the Martin Sostre Defense Committee, friends
and family, the editorial staff of the Journal has been able to re- ’
construct the essential story of what happened during those days of
rebellion, the subseqient months of legal struggle to free Martin and
also, to give a picture of Martin's political acumen, his analyses .of
the profound. social -and political issue of our time..

Martin Sostre operated the Afro-Asian Bockstore on Jeffer—
son Avenue in the heart of the ghetto., Jefferson is the main: drag
where the many white-owned shops and stores loot the Black population
day and night as they go up and down the Avenue,  fresh from being su-
per-exploited din Buffalo's steel mills, sweat shops, and suburban
homes of the rich. It was among.these unfortunate and oppressed ™iit-
tle' people that Martin .Sostre became known as a leader and militant
spokesman for Blmck Emancipation.

I first met Martin sometime in 1966 when I went to hia
bookstore with a frienmd. Both of us were active in the Philosophi-
cal Society and in Youth Against War .and Fascism on cahpus.”'ﬁt'thia
time, the Philosophical Society was conducting a seminar at the cam-
pus on . the philosophy of ‘People's China and we wanted to purchase
gome books related to this subject. Martin's bookshop was the only
place in town where you could get books on this and other "contro-
versial"™ subjects that were written by other than hostile commenta-
tors. After visiting the-store on many subsequent occasions -- and:
after Martin came to understand that we ourselves were seriously in-
volved in the struggle, especially in street demonstrationsxagainat
the war in Vietnam and in support of Black liberation -- we became
good friends with Martin.

He always enjoyed discussing current events, the interna-
tional situation, Black and Asian history, literature and policical_
philosophy. MWe thought highly of Sostre as an intellectual and it.
was clear that he was also an activist of unusual alertness and po-
litical perception. Martin's favorite subject was the boukaﬁopiand
the Afro Freedom Fighter, a mimeographed ghetto community newspaper
which weould uncompromisingly "“tell it like it is," that.he had con-
ceived of and was about to bring into existence, The store, though
economically a burden, ‘was gradually becoming known to the more op-
pressed -Black youth of the community. They-were often in the store,
talking to Martin or reading -a book or just browsing. Martin cared
very much.about the youth. He wanted to provide them with a perspec-
tive and a program, to teach them to think, leara, inguire into and
gukstion everything.




However, teaching the young to think for themselvea has
never been popular among those who want to keep things the same --
and Buffalo's Martin Sostre was not to escape the wrath of those who

rule. ‘;

What you are about to read through the media of his cor-
respondence is the story of a Black political prisomer's inspiring
struggle agaiﬁbt the extreme brutality and cunning machinations of
the oppressor:® the entire racist, big-business ruling cligue of this
highly segregated northern industrial city. It is a story of the frame-
up techingue of whith so little is told by the official and unofficial
apelogists of American society but which -- more and more -- stands
out as perhaps the most ruthless and subtle device of the oppressor.
It iz the story of betrayal -- of the cynical and opportunist sell-
out by middle-class white liberals and pseudo-radicals and by "local
Toms" as Sostre calls them. It is the story of witch-hunt and poli-
tical-intellectual persecution by reactionary officials who, fearing
the dissemination of controversial books and pamphlets that discusséd,
among other things, the emancipation of the poor and oppressed of the
world, suppressed the answer o poisonous racial fictiona spewed by
the business-controlled mass media with KKK style, police state and
fageist tacties. In essence, then, this is the story of state power
itself which ~-- in the hands of racist, white politicians and. their
big-business bosses ~-- means "pig-cop" brutality, frame-ups, legal
lynchings, kangaroo-style court prosecutions, judieial intimidation
and even mind-destroying drugs to the long oppressed Black masses.

My subsequent involvement as chairman of Martin's Defense
Committee has given me a priceless education about the system of
ruthless repression which exists in the U. 8. In particular, it has
opened my eyes more fully to the racist judicial system which I have
seen to be nothing more than the machinery of state repression con-
trolled completely by the ruling interests and used to get rid of
those who oppose their lecherous greed and thievery. I urge all
those who still harbor some naive faith in the goodness of America's
courts, cops, mass-media, liberal establishment, etc., to seriocusly
study the letters contained herein. The wraps of liberal bourgeois
democracy, herein removed by an angry Black man who has suffered 45
years under this "free" society, cover a racist, militarist -- that
is to say, fascist monstrosity.

Of special interest is the discussion of the psychiatriec
hearing. The brilliant exposure of the subjective, reactionary
nature of American psychiatry as manifested by the psychiatrists
who labeled Martin a "paranoid personality" is a bold answer by this
high school "drop-out" to those philistine skeptics who deny the
capability of the oppressed to rule the social order themselves.

The Martin Sosire Defense Committee wants to share the
manifold object lessons of the case with all partisans of the oppres-
sed everywhere. The financial situation, however, dictates that the
first printing of this edition of the Journal will have to be a li-
mited one. We hope that you will utilize the experience contained
in Martin's words and that you will show it to friends and comrades-
in-arms who may benefit from the experiences of Mariin Sostre and

The occasion of the second printing of Letters From Prison, less thap a year
after the first, provides an opportunity for a short summing-up of the inter-
vening developnents in the struggle. Martin 1s still in solitary confinement
as of this writing, He has been there since June 25, 1968, He has not been
allowed to write or.speak to anyone except his appeal attorney, Joan Franklin
and attorneys from the Hatfonal Zmergency Civil Liberties Committee. Press
coverage in both the bourgesis and liberation newspapers has increased during
the past year, On February 7, 1969, Governor Nelson Rockefeller made one of
his infrequent visits to Buffalo for a staged "Town Mesting.” He was totally
unprepared for the. demands for freedom for Martin which "greeted” him through-
out the stormy session,

On February 22, a large demorstration was held outside Nelson Rockefeller's
offices in New York City demanding freedom for Martin.

The Afro-Asian Bookstore-in-Exile, manned by student activists at the Univer-
sity of Buffalo, has, since tts fnception in April 1968, continued Martin's
work of distributing )iberation 1iterature. On April 15, the Student Polity,
official student govermment at the Untversity of Buffalo, passed a resolution
expressing solidarity with Martin Sestre and demanding permanent materdial
facilities for his bookstore on the campus.

In general, interest inm the case has been on the upswing for over a year. At
a May Day rally in Buffalo, “Frea Martin Sastre - Free Huey Newton® banners
were proudly carrfed, Communications have been recg1ved from all over the
U,S. and several foreign countries. This new print1ng.and]the cumi:g publica-~
tion of another MSDC pamphlet, Martin Sostre in Court, will -- we hope --
further accelerate the interest and support for ThTs brave 1iberation fighter.

The Philosophical Society is deeply honored and most proud
to dedicate its Journal of 1968 to Martin Soastre, revalutionary Black
Nationalist liberation fighter and victim of a racist frame-up in
Buffalo, New York.

Although not a "professional philosopher of the official
academies,” i. e., the American Universities, Martin Sostre is a phi-
logopher in the t#uest sense of the word.

And, at this very moment, while the academicians, hermeti-
cally sealed in the sterile and lifeless chambers where they pursue
their reactionary studies, snicker to themselves at the idea of ele-
vating Martin Sostre above Socrates, the oppressed all over the world
are rising up in-a total affirmation of the poaition which Martin
Sostre and other revolutionary thinkers of this era espouse. Let
them snicker! It is the oppressed and those who have cast their lot
with the oppressed -- not the privileged and those hired apologists
who willingly defend the privileged -- who shall move history for-
ward and be honored by the future generations of man.

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Report Prom Jall to My Revolutionary Frisnds

First let me thank you for your moral and finan-
ecial support without which we == Geraldine Robinson and I «w
sould not survive this frame-up by the enemy. Since papsr is
very scarce and space is therefore limited, I will dispense
with soms of*the details of the frame-up which you are al-
ready famllisr with, 1Y

Seversl weeks ago the enemy oppressoers -- who
wiewed with alarm the growlng number of youths hangling out in
the Afro-Asian Bookshop and their suddenly lncreased interest
in Black nationalist and soclalist literature (which I gave
free or on credit to those who lacked the money to purchase
1t) evidently dacided that the lncreased youth activity
around the Bookshop posed a large enough threat to require
1mmediate sotlon; and so they made thelr Gestapo=llke rald
on the Bookshop, beat me up, pushed Geraldine around, framed
us with a sale of narootles, wrecked the Booksehop and stole
everything of value,

¥hile in Erie County Jail under $50,000 tail, and
charged with arson and starting the recent "riot"” here in
Buffalo, in addition to the above smaid marcotiocs oharge, I
had an unexpected visitor with a strange message, Thls visle
tor was an Uncle Tom lawyer-politician who was aspiring to
hacome one of the accommodating Negro leaders, He informed me
that there wag talk in the Black ocmmunity of another "riot*
during the weekend (this visltor came on July 27th, Thurs.-
day) and the power strucsture had sent him to requeet that I
send this Unecle Tom to the main *leaders™ so that Uncle Tom
could find out from them thelr demands or grlevancss and pre-
gent them to the power struscturs, In. this way, he said,
bloodshed conld be avolded because the city offlelala had
informed him that next time they would show the "rloters” no
mersy; that his sole interest was to avold bloodzhed and loss
of property by interposing himself between “our people and
the power structure* to see 1f the lasue ocould be negotiated
peacefully, I replied that assuming the untenable hypothesis
that I would send him to the "gang leaders™, they would not
let him act ag their spokeaman because he was not one of us
at the grass=roots; we did not trust him, I reminded him that
until recently (when he lost his County job) he had been
most zealous in prosecuting our people on bshalf of the op-
pregsor and that he had sent to prison some of the same
youths that he now sought to represent. Moreover, I continued,
to divulge the names and addresses of ghetto militants, if one
knew them, would only insure thelr arreat by police officlals,
Undaunted by what he probably considered my stubormness in
view of his repeated protestations of sincerity and honesty,
ha then sugzested a meeting in court on the followling day

Subcommittee Hearing last August and the press, the psychiatriec ax-
amination, the interference with my mail, and the severing of the
indictment originally placed against Geraldine and me, etc. are, of
necessity, defensive acts (contrived to protect the original frame-up}
resting on a rotten foundation. It is easy to see, therefore, why
their defensive acts became untenable at the slightest challenge;
the greater the challenge, the more hasty and ill-contrived defen-
ges must the frightened oppressor put up to shore up his crumbling
position and protect the original frame-up from exposure; but since
every defense he puts up is based on the rotten foundaticn, .each de-
fense makes himmore vulnerable than before and hastens his eventual
exposure and defeat. é 7

The U. 8. faces a parallel dilemma in Vietnam. It is
being defeated by midget Vietnam because its very reason for being
in Vietnam in the first place is unjustifiable. Therefore, regard-
less of what the U. 8. does in Vietnam, it cannot defend its presence
there either militarily or politically -- as events are proving.

though steady, was very slow, In comparlson, the sudden upturn
ocovering the period of June 1, 1967 through July 14th (the day
of the Gestapo attack)} equaled or bettered the previous six
month period, I belleve I know the reason for thls phenomenon,

It just so happened that during the month of June
there prevalled 1n the Afro community in Buffalo an lmpending
revolt, There had already been several minor skermishes with
the pollece in which nelghborhood orowds took arrested persons
out of the hands “of the police, Temslon buillt up which flnally
exploded at the end of June when the police supplled the needed
spark -- as usual, Durlng the three nights of the revolt, when
all the shops 1n my area =- both Black and white owned a-
closed early, I stayed open untll 3 A,M., thereby providing a
refuge (from the tear gas being indisoriminately sprayed in
the streets by the police) for meny passers-by and freedom
fightera, The shop stayed packed and the cops outsids didn't
like 1t, but there was nothing they could do, I had the right
to stey open -- as long as I wanted to, Needleas to mention, I
made political hay 1n denouncing the pollce brutality going on
outside to the large crowds in the gtore, Then, after a rousing
speeoh, I would go to the shelf and gick up an ?zgrgpriate book
or pamphlet, like Robert F, Williams® Negroes W uns or Pre-
01vf; War Black Netlonallsm or a pamphiee by Malcolm X or

that 18 -- even despite the fact that the flremen, 1n collusion
with the police, broke -out my windows and.played two high. pres-
sure fire hoses inside the.Bookshop under the. pretext of” putting
out 8 fire which occurred 1n the tavern next door -~ and hever
got near my shop, Although I suffered extensive water damage,
my good friend Jerry Gross helped restock my shelves by donating
several hundred new and used books, magezines and pamphlets.
The plywood emergency enclosures covering the front of my

store as well as the other three stores in the sams bullding
{one was vacant and the other two closed because of the flre}
gave me an 1dea which proved very effective, In the fashlon

of the wall posters put up by the Red Guards in Red China, I
started pasting thought-proveking articles and photos of the
revolt, antl-Vietnam War articles and photos of the atrocities
committed by the U,S., etc, Immedlately passers-by began to
stop and read and disouss the articles, cartoons and photos;
many would come into the store to buy books and magazines and
discuss the articles, What I had done was to convert the .entire
front of:the building -on the southwest corner of Woodlawn and
Jefferson into a huge community bulletin board and each day 1
would peste new articles and photos cut from newspapers, maga-—
zines and pamphlets on the board to keep public interest alive,
A few desys before the cops raided. the bookshop several people
brought me newspaper and magazine clippings which they them-
selves had selected. According to my recollectlions, one was. on
the aftermath of the Watts "rlot", one on Estevanico, a Black
slave who explored the southwest United States with the Span-
iards, another on Stokely Carmicheel and several others the
subjects of which I can't recall, This -- to me -~ wag tangible
proof of the approval of the bulletin board by the community,

The cops, howewver, did not like it one blt and thelr
angry. glares at me and at the groups -of people who were reading
the bulletin board left no doubt that they considered thls
adaptation of the Chinese Red Guard-wall posters a threat to
themselves and thelr bosses. I noticed also. during this period.
of uneasy 1ull following the revolt {June 30th to July 14th)
that, ln additlion to the increased number of police cars. patrol-
1ing the area (with thelr windshields, back and side windows
taped to prevent their shattering when struck by bricks and
bottles), more cars appeared carrylng police brass and white .
eivilian high officials and these would slow down upon approach-
ing the area of the Bookshop and all thelr attention would
foous on the Bookshop and the entire length of the bulletin
board, It became evident that our activity had come -to the
attention of the high offlcials, One morning when I came to
open the store I noticed that some of the posters had been
ripped off and that unsuccessful attempts had been made to rip
the others off {they were too tightly glued to-be ripped off),
A taxl driver who works on the night shift came to the shop an
hour after I opened to inform me that he had observed the loocal
cops ripping the posters down after T closed the shop at 2 or J
A.M, T immediately put up more articles and photos to replace
the ones ripped off or demaged, I used more glue to paste them




to make 1t harder to rip off., A sort of battle developed
between the cops and me during the flve days preceedling the
rald and framing of Geraldine and me on the dope charge, ,lf

Another significant fact which, no doubt, reached the
ears of the high officlals and further elarmed them was word of
the Afro Freedom Fighter (AFF), a mimeographed newspaper which
was in its pre-publication stage. Two weeks before the revolt
T had purchased a used Gestetner mimec machine for $100. I had
already lined up the necessary personnel {(writers, reporters,
typists -- who all agreed to work on a veclunteer basis until
the paper became self-supporting -- all I still needed was a
cartoonist), Had it not been for the fire the AFF would have
been in print before my arrest, Before the fire and just
previous to the revolt T was proudly displaying the machine
(which I had in the shop) to many people and informing them
that the AFF was golng to be a genuine grass-roots community
newspaper completely run and published by the militant youth of
the community -- by us "little" people; that unlike any other
local Black community newspaper, the AFF was going to “"tell it
like it is"™ and expose and denocunce all those Black traltors
who are selling out the Black community for the patronage
crumbs which the ruling white oppressors deole out to them, I
would miss no opportunity to let the people know {in the above
language)} what the policy of the AFF was to be. The overwhelming
majority of the people to whom I talked were glad that such a
newspaper was to be published, Many stated that this type of
newspaper was long overdue 1ln Buffalo.

As for the so-called Negro leaders in Buffalo, the
revolt of June and its aftermath showed them up for what they
really are; a group of parasitic opportunlists whe command
neither a following, respect nor prestige 1n the Black community
and sre merely traitors, handplcked by the white ruling oppres-
sors who appointed them "leaders" ror the sole purpose of having
the injustices and depravations daily heaped upon the Black
community, legitimized by their sanctlon and approval., During
June and July these "leaders" -- preachers and politiclans --
ran around the nelghbornood 1like chickens with their heads cut
of ’, pleading with the youths, begging, promising, but to no
avaiX, The youth would not listen to them, Every time they
opened their mouths, they put thelr feet in. They promlised the
youth jobs, but the youth answered them, “Who the hell =said we
were- fighting for Jobs? You miss the whole peint, man! We can
always get one of those hot and dirty, low-paying Jobs.We don't
want jobs, we want Justicet"

The fact 1s that none of the established Black pol-
itioal groups, religious leaders or other organlzatlons command
the alleglance of the youth who comprise the largest and most
Jynamic segment of the Black community., If this 1s true then
the next gquestion should be: What must a Black revolutlonary
do to commend the allegiance of the militant Black youth? I
believe I have the answer,

Regards also to Betty Shabazz and family; condolences to
the family and comrades of our brother Bobby Hutton of Cakland
whoge murder shall not be forgotten,

In closing, I relterate my alleglance to the. Republic
of New Afrloa and .support for the stand of its Prime Minister
and Cabinet, My message to them 18 to .esealate the struggle for
national liberation, The raclst power astrusture is reeling from
the blows of the forces of liberation the world over, Let's
press harder than ever now and go "all the way" for victory is

and blues and’ Jazz records,- ATriecan carv-
ings and 11thographs, African type ear-
rings, etc, When I first opened the Book-
.shop: 1t was solely a hookshop with nothing
but paperbacks on -Negro and African
.. history, oulture and politios, Although.
; -soma -of the bocks were by Black natlonal-
‘1st wrlters, some by Marxists -and .others
‘by traditional Negro writers, they did
net sell, I then sought to diversify my
meager stock by addling & few novels, I.
included the works of Richard Wright,
James Baldwin and LeHRol:- Jones, These books sold ‘better than the
oneg on hlstory and politics, tut not at the volume required to
make the shop selfw-supporting, Luckily, I was’ working at’ “Bethle~
hem Steel and able to pay the ~vent, light and phone bllls out
of ‘my pay check,

Casting about’ for
some means of attracting’ custom-
ers, I declded to adorn my walls
with large lithegraphs of African
subjects, I alsoc displayed a few
in my windews, They attracted a
few customers who usually also
purchased a ‘book or magazine when
I brought them to their atten-
tion, Shortly therearter, I -
stoocked some Afrlean woodcarv-
inge, A= soon-as ‘I put them in
the window ‘they began attract-
ing curious passers-by’ who would
come in to 'ask what the carvings
represented, who made:'them, whers
dld they come from, how much -did
they coat? It was surprising that
many had never seen Afriocan 0arv-
ings before., While the many in-
quiries d4i1d not result in the
sals of many carvings, book sales did inorease,

The Bockshop was stlll not self-aufficlent, but after




a year of experimentation with above«said stock and the addi.
tion of many different titles, the store at least began to pay
1ts own rent, light and phone bills, I still had to use my
Bethlehem Steel pay check te buy stock each week and put in I b
elght hours at the store without pay <- but at least the goal
of meking the store selfwsufficlent and self-supporting was in
sight, I reasoned that 1f keepling the store open conly eight
hours daily athieved such & result, would not the final goal be
achieved in hdlf the time if I quilt the Steel Plant and put in
15 or 16 hours a day at the shop? To be sure, quitting a $135
a week job to depend on & store which wasn't payling for itselfl
was very risky business, Several days later, while still unde-
clded as to what step to take, the problem was resclved for me
by something I saw in the street, :

1y youths, The following pay day I went to a pawnshop and pur-
chased a used record player, bought a ten inch televislion
loudspeaker at a TV repair shep and set up my own musle system
by placing the loudspeaker outside the shop and wiring 1t to
the record player, The next day I went to the local record dis-
tributor on Maln Street and purchased §$50 worth of the latest
records, So with an investment of about $70 I was in the record
business,

The reactlon was instantaneous. As soon as I played
the first record, heads turned toward the shop, Even pedestri-
Bns across ‘the street would turn to look, People started
coming in the store to purchase records, Some would browse and
buy a megazine or book or carving. A lot of youths, including
tesnagers, started hanging ocut in the shop. Some requesped
that I play certaln records which I did, In conversation, I
would explain to them the tenets of Black nationalism, soclalism
and Afro-American history. I would illustrate my points by
showing them photos and cartoons from books and magazines on
the shelves, I taught continually -- glving out pamphlets free
to those who had no money. I let them sit and read for hgurs
in the store. Some would come back every day and read the same
book until they finished 1t, This was the gpportunity I had
dreamed about -- to be able to help my people by increasing the
political swareness of the youth, A month later, I qult my job
at, Bethlehen.

Being forced now by my declslion to quit the Plant,
to make the store not only self-supporting but also support me,

allies are sure signs that the power structure is on 1lis way
out, They are now in their last days and soon they won't be

Since this 1s 2 political case 1t must be fought on

ete, If they can suppress these facts - the political aspects
of the case - then Geraldine and I will emerge as common dope
peddlers and our defense of the politically motivated frame-up
will be nullified, This 1s why the ocourt struggled so hard to
try to force me to accept the court-appointed attorneys {even
having me committed to pressure me) knowing that the attorneys
would abandon the pclltical aspects and "fight the ocase" - AT
it can be called "Fighting" - according to the court's program
apnd rules. In the Spack case, by precluding the issue of the
legality of the War, the court has effectively deprived the
defendents of their defense since the legallty of the War is
the issue, It 1s 11ke denying one who has killed an intruder
in his home -~ in defense of his family - of the right to show
that the deceased was an intruder, and instead, limiting the
defendent's defense to the sole issue of whether or not he
¥illed the deceased, Yes, they are very vicious, but pecple
are waking up. The frame-up of the RAM defendents whose trial
has sterted in Queens County should further wake the people
up. Answer soon and let everyone know that I'am "standing
firm",



Letters From Green Haven Prison ST};

Within one-half hour after his sentencing, Martin
Sostre was shipped off to Attica Prison near Batavia, N.Y.,
the site of his previous 12 year lmprisonment. He remasined
there only overnight and then was rushed by prison authorities
to Green Haven Prison in Stormville, N.Y. {outside of
Poughkeepsie), Besldes desiring to get HMartin as far away
from his Defense Committee as possible, it seems likely that
the authorlties wished to prevent Martin from taking advantage
of the relationships and respect that he had developed during
his previous term at Attica. It was Sostre who organlzed and
ied the legal struggle at Attlca which eventually resulted in
a Supreme Court ruling that Muslim services were to be allowed
in the prison, And thls was only one. facet of a constant
fight which Martin had waged at Attilca on behalf of his fellow
inrates against the brutallty and -dehumanizing quallitles of
the American penal system,

The following are a few excerpts: from:Martin's
recent correspéndence which show that even. th isthree days in
“the hole" when he first arrived At Green Haven:ihave not suc-
ceeded in breaking him, He 1s filled with hope --.confident
of the inevitable vietory of the forcegiof 1.

A couple of weeks before he was arrested in 1967, a rict erupted in Buffalo. Law 57
enforcement targeted Sostre as the instigator of this disruption without providing any actual
evidence for their accusation. Those who knew Sostre were certain that the police were
{framing him with trumped up charges. A defense committee was established to heip free
him. He was supported by both the Young Lords and the Black Panthers. Soon after his
conviction, the only witness to his so-called crime recanted his testimony and said that the
police had framed Sostre. Eventually on December 24 1975, Martin Sostre was granted
clemency by the Governor of New York, Hugh Carey. He had spent 7 years behind bars for
a crime that he had not committed.

Those of you who came to the Afro-Asian ‘Bookshop to- plck
up your copy of the LIBERATOR or the PEKING REVIEW or the PARTISAN.
or, perhaps,..a book by LeRoi Jones or Chalrman Mao Tse. Tung. (until
the U, 8. Customs. held up my ;shipment of ‘baoks. from Hong Kong -and
denied. my: appllcatzon to release them), 'know ‘that-many of the-books,
magazines -and. pamphlets gn our shelves were not obtainable on Main: .
Street or at your own student and - campus.. bookshops. The purpose’ of
my-bookshop. from its. humble origin ‘two years ‘age when-all I had‘waa
forty books on my. shelves and f1ve enpty racks ‘which T had- ‘made-
was- two-fold:

1. to provide the Afro community {(which was without a
bookshop)} with our first bookshop where books about our
history, culture and the writing of all our Black free-
~dom. - fighters and thinkers could be purchased, and

2. tc make available to the Black and white-communities:
{in addition to the aforesaid books) the so-called contro-
versial or leftist literature: the voice of proteat: and
dissent -- the other side of the story.

Several months after I opened the shop, I.had twe visitors
who after some careful browsing, came to the counter, 1dentif1e them~
selves:as FBI agents and asked me if I .was.the proprietor.’

Martin Ramirez Sostre (March 20, 1923 — August 12, 2015) was an
American activist known for his role in the prisoners' rights
movement. gS'

He served time in-Attica prison during the early 1960s, where he
embraced doctrines as diverse as Black Muslimism, Black
nationalism, Internationalism, and finally anarchism. in 1966 Sostre
opened the first: Afro-Asian Bookstore at 1412 Jefferson= in Buffalo,
New York ™ For its somewhat short existence, Sostre's bookstore was
a center for radical thought and education in the Buffalo ghetto. As
Sostre details:

| taught continually - giving out pamphiets free to those who had no
money. | let them sit and read for hours in the store. Some would
come back every day and read the same book until they finished it.
This was the opportunity | had dreamed about - to be able to help my
people by increasing the political awareness of the youth.»

Sostre was arrested at his bookstore on July 14, 1967 for "narcotics,
riot, arson, and assault” {(charges. |ater proven to be fabricated, part of
a COINTELPRO program®). He was convicted and sentenced to
serve forty-one years and thirty days. Sostre became a jailhouse
fawyer, regularty acting as legal counsel to other inmates and winning
two landmark legal cases involving prisoner rights: Sostre

v. Rockefeller and Sostre v. Otis. According to Sostre, these
decisions censtituted "a resounding defeat for the establishment who
will now find it exceedingly difficult to torture with impunity the
thousands of captive black (and white) political prisoners illegally held
in their concentration camps."

in earlier legal activity, Sostre secured religious rights for Black
Muslim prisoners and also eliminated (in the words of Federal
Judge Constance Motley) some of the more "outrageously inhuman
aspects of solitary confinement in some of the state prisons.”

in December 1973 Amnesty Intemational put Sostre on its "prisoner
of conscience" list, stating: "We became convinced that Martin Sostre
has been the victim of an international miscarriage of justice because
of his political beliefs ... not for his crimes ." » In addition to numerous
defense committees in New York State, a Committee to Free Martin
Sostre, made up of prominent citizens, joined in an effort to publicize
Sostre’s case and petition the New York Governor Hugh Carey for his
release. On December 7, 1975, Russian Nobel Peace Laureate
Andrei Sakharov added his name to the clemency appeal. Governor
Carey granted Sostre clemency on Christmas Eve of 1975, Sostre
was released from prison in February 1976

LATE LAST June, short-
1y before Newark and Det-
roit erupted, Buffalo had its
own racial upheaval. In
subsequent testimony be-
fore Senator Eastland's In-
fernal Security Subcom-
mittee, Police Commissio-
ner Felivetta blamed Sostre
for the trouble.

At the height of the riot,
according to  passerby,
tiremen used the pretext of
a fire next door te sack the
bookstore and to turn their

hoses on the Jiterature
shelves. Not book burning,
but book watering.

Nevertheless, Sosire reo-
pened the store, only to be
raided at midnight two
weeks later. He was ar-
rested and beaten up. Orig-
fnally he was held in $50,-
00 bail on the heroin
charges as an alleged sec-
ond offender, Charges of
arson and rioting were
dropped.

Even when bail was re-
duced to $12500 cash, he
could not raise that sum
and remained in jail for
eight months until his 3-day
trial in March.

Az you saw, the racial bigot Latona had to terminate
the hearing on the reduction of bail application by aveiding the
entire issue and using my previcus record, particularly a warrent
issued for my arrest in 1951 -- sixteen years agoe -- when I did not
appear in court because of my lawyer's failure to notify me when my
case came up for a hearing. Although from the very beginning in
July the District Attorney made my entire record available to Latona,
he now acted as if it was new information and used it as a basis to
deny my application.

I was not surprised because the hearing on Monday went
g0 well in my favor when I presented to him twelve cases far more
serious than mine whose bail was much lower. Some of the defend-
ants in those cases were second and third felony offenders. More-
overy, I told him that of 270 inmates in Erie County Jail, I was the
only one with such excessive bail for the class of crime charged.
Since the D.A. could not refute any of this evidence, the judge --
had I been getting an impartial hearing -- would have had to grant
me & reduction of bail. However, you and I know he couldn't do
this so on the pretext of having the D.A. check on the list of
names and amounts of bail which I submitted, he adjourned the hear-
ing until Wednesday. No doubt during this time hig bosses ordered
him to stop me and silence me. This is why he tried to divert the
bail hearing toward a different issue: counsel representing me
and my motion for change of venue. When I fended this aoff, he then
tried to get me in his chambers to have a secret hearing to silence
me. I refused his offer. Then finally, he used the flimsy excuse:
of my record of sixteen years ago to arbitrarily deny my application.

I really had two District Attorneys to contend with:
the judge -- instead of at least pretending to play the role of

a judge and simulating impartiality -- opposed me even more than
the actual D,A,! .

The Lawyers' Duplicity
October 26, 1967

When you compare Fahringer's letter of October 2, 1967
with Lipsitz's letter of October'h, 1967, the duplicity employed by
them to conceal the fact that they had abandoned the case because of
political pressure is clearly evident. As a.matter of fact, the.
record of County Court further reveals that they had abandoned the
case two months before they officially discharged themselves from the
case on Ocktober 2, 1967. The records show that from August 8§, 1967
when Fahringer polled the ‘Grand Jury until October. 2, 1967, the date
of his letter, they did absolutely nothing, not a single motion, no
attempt to defend the case, no application for reduction of bail --
nothing at all.

In regard to the court, I am not too optimistic about the
outcome. The ¢rack he (Judge Fisher) made about the Viet Cong send-
ing me money and other statements against the Viet Cong, in addition
to his statement that getting the records from the court below would
not influence his decision, leads me to believe that I will not get

my bail reduced. I am already preparing my papers for appeal just in
case.

In many cases, they have already decided in advance (as
soon as you submit the application} what they are going. to do, but
they go ahead and .go through the formality of a hearing and argument
just for the record and to make everyone believe that the case was
decided on the basis of the arguments -- while in reality, it was de-
cided before the hearing.

So let's not depend on getting any justice from Fisher.
I don't know what kind of a man he is personally or how he thinks --
perhaps yown know.more about him thap I do -- but as I said, I'm not
optimistic. We should proceed just.as if nothing had happened and
take advantage of any favorable publicity given the hearing.

Bail Denial
November 25, 1967

Received denial from Judge Fisher. He avoided issue as to
excessive bail and discrimination in imposing excessive bail complete-
ly. He denied me on the grounds that "Two similar applications have.
been mede by petition and both have resulted in a reduction. The
petitioner never appealed from the previous decisions to lawer “the
bail, A further reduction is not warranted at this time."

(Ed., note - Of course, what they did was set bail so high in the first
place, that they could reduce it two or three times andstill keep Mar-
tin jailed. Concerning the ruling by Judge Fisher, it was reversed in
early March 1968 by the Appellate Division of the New York State Su-
preme Court -- Fourth Judicial District at Rochester, New York.. But
Martin had already been rushed to trial by Judge Frederick M. ‘Marshall.

December 15, 1967

About obstruction of your and Geraldine's visits -- this
is the last time I am tolerating any. interference with -my visiters'
rights. The next time Geraldine or you are given a hard time, not
only ‘will I take that joker to court, but I will Personally guaran-
tee him that the shameful jail econditions which were. previoualy
Publicly exposed will again be exposed -- only this time with greater
force and in an election year. I don't believe he knows what he is
doing, perhaps he had better consult with the jailer who is 4n direct
touch with things in the jail, I have been relatively passive and
cooperative insofar as the jail is concerned, confining my attacks to
the police and courts, with the exception of the jail strike of last
summer.

Hope you and family had an enjoyable holiday. I was re-
turned from the hospital on the 2lst; had to refuse drugs in psycho
ward which they tried to give me to dope me up and have me walking
around in a drugged stupor like the other patients- there. My lectures
on Black Power, Vietnam, American racism and oppression to the other
patients were not appreciated by the psychiatrists and hospital staff.
They were glad to get rid of me. However, I planted a few good seeds
before I left.

Psychiatric Intimidation
January 5, 1968

I hope that you and ¥Your loved ones had an enjoyable
holiday. As you know, I spent part of the holiday season in the
psychiatric ward of Meyer Memorial Hespital where the racist Judge
Marshall had me committed to coerce and intimidate me and discredit
wy stand on Black Power and against the illegal war in Vietnam,

However, now that I have overcome that ordeal, I am making
them pay by exposing, as you probably read in the papers, not only
the vicious methods which the bigoted judge employed in his efforts
to subdue and lynch me -- which they have been trying to do ever
since Felicetta's racist Gestapos raided and destroyed our only
Black Power bookshop -~ but the illegal and unconstitutional wethods
and procedures employed by state psychiatrists to elicit information
from drugged defendants in the psychiatric wards. The racists' at-

‘tempt  to subdue me by using the "bug" ward has backfired and has

opened the door to the exposure of dirt which they don't want exposed,
especially in an election year. I am really going to sock it to
then.




Witnesses and Bail >z

January 31, 1568

If the four key witnesses {not to be confused with the
three who were in the shop at the time of the raid and saw the de-
tective take the dope from his pocket and say, '"This is what we're

looking for." =. after their search of the shop turned up nothing)
are not found by the 19, they will have to reduce my excessive bail
to allow me -- who know them by sight since they have been in the
shop several times wnd I have seen them oh Jefferson Avenue -- to go

out and locate them myself. The D. A. cannot have it both ways: he
cannot insist that I go to trial deprived of my witnesses because of
excessive bail and at the same time pretend that this legal -lynching
has any approximation to a fair trial. This denial of the opportu-
nity to locate and interview witnesses in my behalf, coupled with
the oppressive delay in bringing my court case to trial constitute
such serious denials of fundamental constitutional rights as to re-
quire dismissal of the indictment.

I am not going to sit on my hands waiting 'til February
19w: I am escalating the leghl and political pressure and I am now
working on a couple of other legal actions challenging the oppressors'
unconstitutional conduct.

Exposing Psychiatric Intimidation

February 6, 1968

I am particularly loocking forward to the proceedings
against Judge Marshall and the psychiatric report. He really messed
up and I've got him. I am really going to sock it to them and pull
the covers off the rotten, illegal procedures and the judicial ty-
ranny being employed by the power structure to coerce, intimidate
and sometimes eliminate those who oppose them. This exposure is
particularly important now, when the power structure -- beset on all
sides by opposition to their illegal war and their oppression of
the Black masses in the ghettos -~ are desperately escalating their
employment of coercion, intimidation, frame-ups, jailings and vio-
lence in a futile effort to suppress the rising tide of opposition
to their fascist policies.

The employment of the "bug house", psychiatrists and mind-
destroying drugs, although more scphisticated than the blackjack,
jail or the bullet, is not new and has been employed to destroy or
intimidate many persons. But because of ite insidious nature and
the legal and medical trappings with which it is insulated, it has
not yet been recognized as a weapon of oppression by the masses. I
will do my utmost to Fully expose them in the courtroom.

The Police State March 15, 1968

Now dig thilis carefully: you brothers could not help
but notice the many goons, armed troopers, detectives and court
attendants that the frightened white power structure had to
produce on March 5th - the day they tried to intimidate the
souls from coming to the courtroom by taklng photographs,
removing the last row of seats from the court gallery, filling
up the gallery with thelr own 8o- they could say that "all the
seats are filled" and prevent souls from coming into the court-
room, etc, Do you know how many goons they employed altogether?
One of my guard informants (who 1s sympathetic to our cause)
told me that the Sheriff's Department alone supplied 40 men:
he stated that about 50 detectives were also on the scene as
well as an undetermined number of FBI agents, He said that about
25 court attendants were called for special duty. He got these
figures from the Sherlff who he heard talking to Commissioner
Felicetta, Altogether there were about 120 goons. The signifi-
cance of that fact is thils: If the white power structure felt
the need of mustering that meny goons and the need to adopt the
police state tactics which they used, they were scared.
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An oppresser can rule the oppressed only so long as
the oppressed submit to his law voluntarily. Tn other words,
an oppressor mast somehow, elther through fear (as in our case,
when he imposed his law uwpon our foreparents forcibly brought
to this country in slavery) or trickery and decelt by employ-
ing Uncle Toms and sell-ocut political and/or religlous leaders.
to fool our people - to inducé the oppressed into accepting
and obeying his law - which ls his authority. lLaw means author-
1ty.

How did England, France, Spain, Portugal and Belgium rule the
vast continénts of :Africa, America, Asla and Indla for stch a
long time? Did they do 1t by brute force llke the"U.S8, is

using in Vietnam? Of course not! If they had to go through
those changes with the milllons' of. people of Asia, Africa and
Indla, they never would have made 1t; it would not have been
worth it, The cost in lives and money expended in pacifying
every town, hamlet, village and city in the entlire continent
would exceed the frult of thelr exploltatlion, What they did

was to lnduce, via force or pay-offs, the native rulers to
accept and obey the oppressor's law. Once thils was accomplishad
. the European power had 1t made and they even used'native troops
to enforce European suthority over the nativest But eventually
the natives woke up to this trick and rebelled. Even the native
troops rebelled - against thelr white commanding offlcers -

and refused to obey the offlcers'! orders to flre on thelr
brothers. Instead, they killed the whlte officers, The Euro-
peans were then forced to employ whlte troops agalnst the re-
bellious natives and were forced to glve it up when their

"good thing" came to an end, The French ruled Vietnam that way
untll 1954 when the Vietnamese woke up and defeated them. Now:
the U,5. and thelr Vietnamese sell-out leaders can only rule

by martial law, which means force, beca&use the people are 1in
rebellion against thelr oppressors, It's only & matter of time
before the U.S. negotiates a ceasefire with the Viet Cong broth-
ers or gets out of Vietnam, because when a people are collect-
ively determined to throw off the yoke of oppression, nq '
amount of force or troops that the oppressor musters can prevall
agalnst the will to resist.

Mail Obstruction

February 11, 1968

. I have written the U. 5. Postal Inspector at 1200 Willianm
Street a letter. I am putting an end to the obstruction of my mail.
We have to make a Bt&nﬁ somewhere, and this. is it. So I want you
also.-to file 'a complaint with the Postal Inspector about the letter
you mailed me and the 'two letters from:.me which you received at the
same time although I mailed them ten  days apart and about your fail-
ure to receive my letter of 2/6/68, ete. If they obstruct the writ
to Judge Henderson, they will be in real trouble. TIf we don't check
this now, they will get bolder. So until we get the P. 0. Inspector
(or U. S. Attorney) to straighten these vialations of postal laws out,
this is the theme I will harp on in every letter I write and in every
appearance I make in court.

Letter io Postal Inspector

February 11, 1968

I am hereby making a formal complaint to.your department
against the Sheriff of Erie County and his agents and servants who
have been and are now obatructing my outgoing as well as my incoming
mail in viclation of U. 8. postal laws by refusing to mail my letters
to their destinations without either informing me of this obstruction
or returning the letters -~ which were in envelopes with U. 5. poa-
tage stamps affixed thereto -- and refusing to give me the incoming
mail or returning same to the sender.

I know the difference between.the limited right which
jail officials have for purposes of maintaining security, and de-
liberate obstruction of ‘mail for' the purpose of depriving me of the
right to prosecute my case. So I am requesting an interview with
a postal inspector so that I may file .a formal complaint and/or the
appropriate post office department forms for such a complaint.




The Hearing on Psychiatric Intimidation l J’lf

February 19, 1968

Although I wrote you on February 16t, today's events
require this letter to thank you and all those who spent valuable
time, braved sub-freezing weather, defied the intimidating presence
of those dozens of goons to let the racist-militarists know not only
that I have the suppert of many people in Buffalo, but that this
support is steadily increasing.

Although you already were familiar with Marshall's die-
tatorial tactics, the desperation with which he fended off all my
efforts to enter the area dealing with his misconduct, racism,
militarism, etc. made him reveal his true self, Now you can See
why defendants, as well as some lawyers, have given him the nick-
name of "Mad Dog Marshall". He pulldozes lawyers in the same man-
ner.

As you saw, he suppressed the real issue of the hearing
which was that: he had me committed to the psychiatric ward to
make my passing of a psychiatrie examination a precondition to my
constitutional right to act as my own counsel, and that he committed
me to the nut ward to coerce Geraldine, my co-defendant, and me
into accepting court-appointed counsel. He alsc arbitrarily termi-
nated the hearing and certified the psychiatric report without al-
lowing me to question the two other psychiatrists who had examined
me at the hospital.

Since I knew that Marshall was determined to block all
issues, I concentrated on bringing out the facts that:

1. No tests were given -to me in the psychiatric ex-
amination.

2. The psychiatric diagnosis that I had a parancid
personality was a subjective determination not based
on any scientific data.

3, Paranoid personality is a normal state if one is, in
fact, surrounded by hostile elements or is persecuted.

4. The fact that I am a member of the persecuted Black
minority living in a hostile, racist environment was
not taken into consideration in evaluating my per-
sonality, and

5. Issues of persomnal eonsoience influence behavior and
if such behavior runs counter to the established
standards, it will provoke hostile reaction which
could produce paranoid personality because the hos-~
tility is real. In other words, not only was the
psychiatric diagnosis subjective, but the reason for
my being labeled a paranoid was because of my stand
on Vietnam and racism.

The Hearing on Psychiatric Intimidation 3{
February 22, 1968

Although it was a forsgone conclusion that Judge Marshall
would block the real issue -~ namely that he subjected me to a psy-
chiatric test as a precondition to my exercising my constitutional
right to waive counsel and to coerce and intimidate Geraldine and
me into accepting court-appointed counsel. I, nevertheless, ex-
posed to public scrutiny and thought several important facts among
which were:

1. That anyone who actively opposes war and racism
could be classed a "paranoid" personality because
his conduct is hostile to those norms established by
the power structure. :

2. That it is possible for a person to be committed to
the psychiatric ward by an umscrupulous judge for
reasons other than that of testing the person's
sanity or ability to conduct his own defense, and

3. ‘'That the psychiatric diagnosis of “paranoid person-
ality" is the subjective determination of an indi-
vidual psychiatrist based on characteristics which
lead to a different determination if evaluated by
a different psychiatrist. In other words, state
psychiatrists can put any kind of label on anyone
{to discredit their stand on an issue)} or even de-
clare them insane on the prejudiced basis of their
own subjective deterimination.

Dick Gregory

The naticnal attention focused on this case by Dick
Gregory's appearance in the court room frightened Judge Marshall
into postponing the hearing. The avoidance. of the issue and the
fear of -additional.publicity: forced him to again postpone the hear-
ing on February 29%, We definitely have them on the defensive.

Black Traitors and Infiltration

Although I started this letter yesterday, I am now con-
tinuing it after having returned from the farcial, one-sided trial
being conducted by the "Mad Dog" to cover up his irability to ex-
plaln to. the people of Buffalo why I am being held in jail under
exorbitant bail, and why I am being prevented from getting the
witnesses necessary for a fair trial.




The very fact that Marshall had to renege on his own sign-
ed order to have the D, A. show cause or give the reason why
bail should not be reduced, shows that there is no legitimate reason
they can give for refusing me reasonable bail, My refusal to co-
operate in the legal lynching has placed Marshall in the position of
presiding over a trial of empty gestures. TS{;

It's amazing how, even after eight months to rehearse, they
haven't got their stories synchronized. The State Trooper from

Rochester is & typical example of the Black traitor of his people's
struggle against oppression. If you check the minutes of the pro-
ceedings had in City Court on July 27, 1967, it will réveal that
the D. A. requested a postponement because the State Trooper was
on special assignment in an undercover capacity relating to the
rebellion in Rochester. He infiltrated, framed and sent to jail
several militants in Rochester. The Black paid informer is just
a plain stoolpigeon who would testify to anything the cops told
him to just to get robbery and grand larceny charges off him.
There are so many like these two Black traitors working for the
fascist power structure all over the country infiltrating Black
militant groups and setting up militants. The same tactics are
also employed against white liberal, activist and militant groups
and individuals opposing racism, oppression and militarism of the
fascist power structure. 5o be alert at all times.
